Continuous growth 
Since 1993 when 29 riders raised £1,350, through to last year, when 450 riders raised 
£30,000 The Great Milk (stout) Ride has been able to hand over to Macmillan more than 
£430,000. 
 
The Great Milk (stout) Ride 2011 expects to be able to continue its record breaking progress 
by inviting even more riders to produce even more money for Macmillan, by involving more 
pubs, more companies and more people, from within the Harrogate area having fun supporting 
Macmillan. Everyone completing the Great Milk (stout) Ride 2011 will get a dated medal and a 
certificate to show to their sponsors. Every Pub and Team Challenge entry will receive a 
Poster/Certificate to display on their wall for customers/drinking chums to appreciate.
